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FROM THE WEST

MASONIC WHITE GLOVES
Excerpted from the “short talk bulletin” Masonicr@ee Association

Clean hands have long been a symbol of purity. piaémist says, “That he only shall ascend
into the hill of the Lord, or shall stand in Hislhlace, who hath clean hands and a pure
heart.”

The Masonic use of both gloves and aprons prolsirlgng from the operative custom of wearing thente same
reasons that other workmen found them necessagprdeection and, hence, they were appropriate astulgifts in
the operative era. As they merged into the sp&ealara, aprons became smaller and gloves lighter.

Didron cites examples in the".dnd 18 centuries where 3 dozen pairs of gloves were ptedeo the masons who
began the building of the Chartreuse of Dijon; vehgloves were brought for the masons to shield trends from

the stone and lime; and where 22 pairs of glova® grren to the masons and stonecutters workidgraéns. In

the 18" century, it was the custom to require the candit@CLOTHE THE LODGE by presenting to each member
an apron and pair of gloves, and sometimes an patraf gloves for the Mason’s wife.

White gloves therefore like the white apron, wened are today a symbol of purity.

Dr. Plot’s History of Staffordshire mentions tigeneral practice as of 1686 so that it probablgsiback to the op-
erative era. Gloves were worn in some lodges wallthe 19 century and even today are worn by the officers of
some lodges, especially if the officers are in évgnress. White gloves are, of course, worn bilalsons partici-
pating in funeral services.

Some Lodges require the wearing of White GlovakAgoron when presenting a Bible or delivering acsiielec-
ture to a newly raised candidate. In other Lodgéesadptional.

FROM THE SOUTH

ENRICHED WITH LILYWORK AND POMEGRANATES

Both lilywork and pomegranates are named in the Bible in descriptions of the pillars

outside the Temple of King Solomon (I Kings: 7 and 2 Chronicles: 3.) The pome-

granate was widely grown in the Middle East in those days and it produces a large

number of seeds. There are several references in the Bible and perhaps most inter-

estingly is one in the Old Testament (Exodus 28:33). Here the robes of the ephod
(of Aaron and other priests) were of blue and “upon the hem of it thou should make pome-
granates of blue, and of purple and of scarlet.” The most likely flower adopted for the lily-
work is the Egyptian Lotus. This was a sacred plant among Egyptians which they used to
symbolize the River Nile, the giver of life. It is a water-lily, Nyniphaca lotus, with pink flow-
ers that fade to white. Pomegranates and the lotus were commonly used (together) in
Egyptian architectural designs and this style spread to the surrounding nations. It has
been suggested that King Solomon’s Temple was based on Phoenician designs for these,
in turn, had been derived from the Egyptian pattern. Hiram Abif, the superintendent of
casting, was a Phoenician through his father’'s marriage to an Israelite. It is therefore likely
that the lilywork denoting peace seems to be a purely Masonic idea.
