 And Brother John Elliott was brought out of Pine and, when the preliminary arrangements 
for the repairs and refinishing were made, it was commenced in the Second month of the 
year 2008 under the Auspices of the Management of Payson Lodge #70. 
 
 Brother John Elliott spent many hours in his Sanctum Santorum calculating, meditating and 
finally drawing designs upon his Trestleboard.  He then applied those designs with much 
diligent sanding, priming, painting and skill, making use of the finest materials available.

 In the Sixth month of 2008 it once again beautifully graced the front of the Temple; the 
Gold Compasses and Square with the “G” in the center, on a Blue Background shines forth 
with great brilliance in the clear air and sunlight.

 The members of Payson Masonic Lodge #70 thank Brother John Elliott for his skillful ef-
forts in this restoration project.

 As many of you know, your Payson Lodge #70 held its 30th Annual BBQ on Flag Day June 14th and served 
265 wonderful, meaty meals.  This successful event gave us an audience of folks who had their first opportunity to 
take a free walking tour of our Lodge Room. 
 Being on the mend from a back injury and with a crutch to get around, I played host to about 20 interested 
folks, many of whom were men who seemed to take their first interest in what masonry is all about.  Your lodge offi-
cers provided hand out literature and answered many questions with little stories such as these.  
 One couple had two young girls ages three and six who were totally impressed with our new, big blue carpet-
ing and the biggest Bible they had ever seen. 
 A wife of one couple asked the question about what edition of the Bible we use.  I answered that the Holy 
Bible on the altar is a King James edition but during initiation into Masonry, the candidate can bring his own Bible 
upon which he is obligated. 
 Another question came up concerning why the letter "G" hangs in front of the chair of the Worshipful Master 
and what does it mean to us as Masons.  I answered that the letter "G" has two important meanings to masons, first 
that it is the initial of Geometry the first and nobelest of sciences and the basis on which the superstructure of freema-
sonry is erected and secondly that it is the initial of the name of the Supreme Being, to which all masons acknowl-
edge in their life for no atheist can ever be elected to become a mason. 
 Another question concerned whether masonry is a religion and if so, which religion is it most like.  I an-
swered that masonry is not a religion but that every Mason must openly express his belief in a Supreme Being.
