I promised additional information on the Star Points, so here we go. 
 
STAR POINT ADAH 
Adah’s color is blue, the color of the cloudless sk y.  Blue symbolizes 
fidelity, loyalty and intelligence, and represents the excellent use of her 
intellect in determining the right course of action  and her great loyalty to 
her father. 
 

The violet is dedicated to Adah because it is assoc iated with meekness 
and humility.  It represents her willingness to sub jugate her personal de-
sires so that her duty might be properly fulfilled.    
 

The jewel that we associate with Adah is the turquo ise.  It represents the 
virtues of Adah and indicates that if we wish to ma ke our lives a shining 
star, we must first master the virtue of obedient l oyalty.   
 

Adah represents the Spring of the year and the sixt h beatitude, “Blessed 
are the pure in heart: for they shall see God.”  
 

When we read Adah’s history in the book of Judges, it tells us that she 
asked her father to allow her to go into the mounta ins for two months to 
“bewail my virginity.”  Later it says that at the e nd of two months, she 
returned to her father who “did to her according to  his vow ... And she 
knew no man.”   
 

The Book of Leviticus is the book of Laws and is ve ry precise on what 
can be used as a burnt offering.    The sacrifice o f children was strictly 
forbidden.  To paraphrase, if one made a vow unto G od that involved a 
person, the person then belonged to God.  Therefore , it is believed that 
Adah probably was given to God as a servant in the Temple. 
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FROM THE WEST   
 
   First I wish to thank all of the Brothers for electing me to the office of Senior Warden for 2010.  It is a 
  great honor and I will work with the Master to do your bidding during the year.   As usual I thought I 
  would write about what happened in Masonic History during the month of January.  Most notable are 
  three birthdays, Brothers Benjamin Franklin, Jan 17, 1706, Wolfgang Amadeus Mozart, Jan. 27, 1756 
and the Brother I am going to write about, Brother Robert Burns, Jan 25, 1759. 
 
 Brother Burns was initiated an EA in Lodge St. David Tarbolton on the 4th of July in 1781.  He was 23 years old at the 
time.  His lodge, at the time, was involved in a bit of a controversy with another lodge over a charter dispute which de-
layed his being passed but he was eventually passed and eventually raised on October 1, 1781.  Because of the dispute, 
Bro. Burns went with the St. James’s Lodge and was elected “Depute Master” on July 27, 1784.   
 
 His popularity as a poet rose and in 1787 he was toasted by the Most Worshipful Brother Francis Chateris, with the 
words "Caledonia and Caledonia's bard, Bro. Robt. Burns."  In February 1787, Burns was made the Poet Laureate of 
Lodge Canongate Kilwinning No. 2, Edinburgh. 
 
 Burns was exalted a companion in the Holy Royal Arch Degree in May 1787 at St. Ebbe's Lodge, Eyemouth. The 
companions unanimously agreed to admit Burns without paying the necessary fees, as they were greatly honored to 
have such a great poet and man like Burns as part of their chapter. When Burns moved to Dumfries, he joined Lodge 
St. Andrew on St. John's Day, 1788, and once again, showed a great enthusiasm for his lodge. In 1792, he was elected 
Senior Warden and served a one-year term. This was the last Masonic office he held before his death in 1796. He was 
37 years old. 
 
 I cannot stop writing without including at least one of the Masonic poems he was known for so I will end with this 
one, which I hope the editor will include either in this article or on a separate page in honor of this famous Brother.

Long may this Lodge in prosperity shine 
And its members still vie with each other 
In spreading the light of our order divine 
And relieving the wants of a brother. 
 
May envy and malice ne’er enter that door

May our Master who presides like the Masters of old

 Brethren, 

 
 What do we do in our lives that we would describe as “spiritual?”  Surely this question evokes dif-

ferent or multiple responses from each of us.  For some, spending time with our family or children might be 
our definition of spiritual.  For others, engaging in traditional prayer, attending a house of worship and/or 
study may satisfy our conception of spiritual. For many, watching the sunrise is the quintessence of spiri-
tual.  Whatever our notions of spiritual may be or include, they share with each other something important 
about the human experience:  They capture a flicker within the soul, possibly a moment when the walls 
separating the heaven and earth collapse.  The spiritual moment is a pure one, during which the present 
alone exists. 

Today, we seem to be unceasingly plugged into days filled with commonplace concerns and rapid-
fire information.  Loyally attached to our cell phones and portable Internet access, we find ourselves ne-
glecting the gradual deliberate wisdom of experiencing nature and history. 

Our Craft states, “Our minds are imprinted with wise and serious truths.”  But, how can that be if we 
do not experience what our Craft has to offer us.  Our ancient brethren interpret the physical makeup of 
our Lodge as a metaphor for our own spiritual disposition.  They see the Lodge’s structure, jewels, and or-
naments as representations of the spirit.  Our Lodges represent a structure in biblical history, a site of pro-
found spiritual connection.  Our Lodge should be seen as a place away from both the world of the mun-
dane and the noise, a place where a Mason could listen to what they did not hear before.  The sight of 
men gathered together is a powerful one. 

But, to make these gatherings more meaningful we need to acquire a deeper understanding of the 
many strands of historical texts that have been woven together to create the tapestry of the superstructure 
we call “Freemasonry,” and fathom the concepts they embody.  We need to study, learn and enjoy.  We 
must not let our Lodge library sit idle or our degree work become burdensome to participate in as we may 
often lack the patience that lengthy degrees demand of us. 

  Freemasonry provides a detailed map and trustworthy compass to all those who seek to find 
greater meaning and personal fulfillment in their observance and participation.   Our ritual can be consid-
ered a language.  Like language, ritual imparts specific messages, it grows and changes, speaks more 
fully to those conversant with the system, telling of things that are not directly spoken, but are suggested, 
hinted at, understood by “fluent speakers.”   Ritual is the magic looking glass of access to that other world.  
Part of entry to Freemasonry, as with any culture, civilization or foreign country, is learning the language.  
A tragedy of modern Masonic life is that this language is foreign to so many Masons, so many who might 
be native speakers.   It can be learned, however, with some time, study, and diligence.  Like any system, 
our Craft unfolds its riches gradually, and increased application, involvement and study yield increased re-
wards. 
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
